Florida Statute Chapter 39.303(2) mandates:

“The child abuse, abandonment, and neglect reports that must be referred by the Department to child protection teams of the Department of Health for an assessment and other appropriate available support services as set forth in subsection (1) must include cases involving:

(a) Injuries to the head, bruises to the neck or head, burns, or fractures in a child of any age.

(b) Bruises anywhere on a child 5 years of age or under.

(c) Any report alleging sexual abuse of a child.

(d) Any sexually transmitted disease in a prepubescent child.

(e) Reported maltreatment of a child and failure of a child to thrive.

(f) Reported medical neglect of a child.

(g) Any family in which one or more children have been pronounced dead on arrival at a hospital or other health care facility, or have been injured and later died, as a result of suspected abuse, abandonment, or neglect, when any sibling or other child remains in the home.

(h) Symptoms of serious emotional problems in a child when emotional or other abuse, abandonment, or neglect is suspected.”

declares that services from the Child Protection Team are not required, based on one of the following sub-sections of Florida Statute Chapter 39.303(4) (circle the sub-section letter that is applicable):

“A face-to-face medical evaluation by a child protection team is not necessary when:

(a) The child was examined for the alleged abuse or neglect by a physician who is not a member of the child protection team, and a consultation between the CPT medical professional and the examining physician concludes that further medical evaluation is unnecessary.

(b) The child protective investigator, with supervisory approval, has determined, after conducting a child safety assessment, that there are no indications of injuries meeting the above criteria as reported.

(c) The Child Protection Team board-certified pediatrician determines that a medical evaluation is not required.

Notwithstanding paragraphs (a), (b) and (c), a CPT pediatrician may determine that a face-to-face medical evaluation is necessary.”

An evaluation by the Child Protection Team is not necessary when:

(a) No symptoms of serious emotional problems are found. 

(b) No emotional nor physical abuse, nor neglect or abandonment found.”
