1. Provider Readiness for Version 14
The group will discuss recent activities to help ensure providers are ready to submit
data in Version 14 format by July 1, 2021.
3 Open
Issues Nathan opened by providing an update. He stated this is an important goal to make
sure providers are ready for v14. For along time the MEs have been in a position
where they have to convert data and we don’t want to have them do that. There have
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been a lot of communication and meetings to see what hurdles they have to see
what can be done to help. We are also getting updates from the fields we report to
senior leadership every week. He asked for data to be submitted by midday on
Wednesdays going forward as the meeting with the Secretary has been moved up.
He asked if anyone had anything to dd to this subject.

No one added anything.

2. FASAMS “Unexpected Error”
FEI will provide an update on the work in progress to address this issue.

Jesse said he doesn’t have a lot of new information on this matter. He added this
has been escalated and he’s hoping to have more information soon. If nothing is
received he will escalate up again.

3. Bio-psychosocial Levels Listed in Appendix 1

Bio-psychosocial problem: the current levels listed in Appendix 1 of the PAM are
actually for LOCUS/CALOCUS

Recommended solution: change the levels to match the Placement levels (1-4) listed
in chapter 5 in the Placement section

Nathan asked Greg to speak on this matter. Greg said there is now clarity as to what
we want done — which is to remove the LOCUS/CALOCUS levels from the Bio-
psychosocial and instead put the placement codes from chapter 5 in. this has been
discussed and additional information is pending. He thinks doing this would solve the
problem at lest for the moment. He also stated its his understanding that the Bio-
psychosocial is included because not all of the providers could afford to purchase
licenses for some of these assessments. So we definitely don’t want to remove that.
This is being digested to try and figure out the best way to move forward.

Christi added she appreciates the information and they completely agree that the
information currently in the pamphlet is not helpful or correct. So she aggress with
putting in the placement codes. The one question she did want to bring to the group
is there are five levels on the placement codes for the recommendations — is there
ever, when completing the Bio-psychosocial, a need to add a 6" option for no
treatment required or no treatment recommended? If not she recommends adding
those 5 and if there is the recommend adding the 6 option. Steve says yes. Mike
asked if this was the case wouldn’t h jus do an immediate discharge because at that
point there’s no need for a placement. Steve said yes but he’s thinking about the fact
that there are always exceptions.

Nathan said we will get a little more information prior to making the final decision on
this matter.

4. Use of Transitional Vouchers *NEW*
Christi would like to discuss options to include this information in FASAMS and avoid
another separate data submission from the MEs.

Nathan asked Christi to speak on this subject. She started by saying right now they
collect reports from the MEs and up until this point here has never been a
standardized template btu they are getting asked lots of questions about vouchers.
What has been reported is the breakout of the incidentals. We do know that the
majority of the funding does go to support housing, but they know there’s a capability
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of the reporting to be taken from FASMAS - she then sharded her screen to share a
spreadsheet and further explain. Christi asked if “Other” can/should be added?
Sharyn said she likes the idea of turning off the general incidental. Steve
recommends that each ME reach out to their providers about the use of just the
general and see what categories aren’t currently covered that they are using “other’
for- and MEs work with DCF, to get clarification on valid incidental expense
categories. Jesse asked if this change would be global or only vouchers.

Christ said she will ring this up in her meeting tomorrow.
